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Prevent garbage spillage caused by crows!
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We have received a lot of complaints that Gom/-stations have
been raided and contaminated by crows.
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-Crows come to pick up kitchen waste. Especially meat, fish and
deep-fried foods are their favorites.
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-Crows are incredibly skillful at pecking through bin bags to pull

out foods.
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To prevent garbage spillage caused by crows, there is
something we can do at home and Gomi-stations.
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We appreciate your cooperation in taking preventive measures
by referring the following tips.
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What you can do at home
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1. Reduce producing kitchen waste that possibly become foods
for crows.
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-Avoid buying too much food at once.(it also helps tightening
the purse strings)
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- Avoid making food in large quantities. ( becomes health
conscious by preventing overeating )
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-Avoid producing leftover food(it also helps reducing food-loss )
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2. Before putting into a bin bag, well drain the kitchen waste
and wrap them in waste papers or old newspapers to make them
at least invisible from outside.
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3. Putkitchen waste in the middle of other garbage in a bin bag
to make them invisible from outside.
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4. Avoid taking out bin bags packed only of kitchen waste.
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What you can do at Gom/-stations
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1. Use of Crow-preventing net
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- Prepare Crow-preventing net big enough to cover taken out
bin bags.
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-Meshes of the net must be woven finely as possible as it can
be.
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-Cover the taken out bin bag with Crow-preventing net, then do
not put anything else on them.
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-Place weights on the hem of the net to prevent it from lifting
by the wind.
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2. When you take out garbage at Gom/-station
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- If your bin bag is full of kitchen waste, place it be surrounded
by other bin bags

to make it hard to discover by crows.
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-Do not take out garbage on not-garbage-collection day.
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-Please take out garbage by 8:30 on the morning of collection-
day. Do not take out garbage on the previous night.
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-If you late for garbage collection-time, give it up, wait for the
next garbage collection day.
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If kitchen waste, meat and fish in particular, can be seen through bin bags, they will
become perfect target for crows to scavenge.
Please perfectly cover bin bags with Crow-preventing net, otherwise, it loses half its

effect and allows crows easily to peck through them
